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Introduction 
The Traf-Sys VisiCount Portal is your primary interface for pedestrian traffic data analysis. This 

system will allow you to create ad-hoc reports on your traffic, sales and transaction data over 

the web. This interactive reporting system features drill-down chart and table views, reports by 

comparison, reports by trend, and exports to .pdf or .csv formats. 

Logging into the Portal for the first time 
Using a web browser, enter the following address: 

https://portal.trafnet.com 

You should bookmark this address for later use.  

If you already have a login and password, you can enter them at the login screen. If you need to 

request a password, contact the support team at support@trafsys.com. Please provide your 

customer name and the name or number of the site(s) you need access to when requesting a 

login.  

If you forget your password at any time, enter your email address in the email address field and

Report Generator 
The VisiCOUNT Report Generator is designed to allow users to create their own ad-hoc reports 

to analyze pedestrian traffic data. Because it is so flexible, it may seem a little intimidating at 

first, but once you become familiar with it, you will discover you can generate insightful reports 

with just a few mouse clicks. 

 

Depending on your data permissions, you may have slightly different options available to you 

than shown above.  

A Quick Start 
The quickest and easiest report to create in the VisiCOUNT Report Generator is a trend of the

query. You can move your cursor over a data point to see more information or double-click on a 

data point to see the data that contributes to the total shown.  This is a quick way to switch 

from viewing the total traffic for a single site to the individual entrances, or a chain of stores to

The Chart View will allow you to download a .pdf version of your chart so you can share it with

The Table View will allow you to export data to a number of different formats. You can export to

Selecting Data 
When you first open the Report Generator, there are a number of 

report selections available to you. Here we will describe the 

purpose of each section and selection. Because there are so many 

ways you can combine the selections, the best way to learn the 

Report Generator is to experiment with the different selections 

and see what results you can create. If you have a specific report 

task in mind, take it step-by-step. Go through each option and 

make the appropriate selections based on your criteria. 

Select Type of Data 
This section will allow you to select the different types of data

your pedestrian traffic data. You may have other data integrated 

with your traffic data to create reports comparing your traffic 

with transactions, sales, or staffing hours. Your selections may 

vary depending on the data available to your login. Each selection 

is described below: 

Traffic ς This is the number of people entering your store or facility. If you have a directional 

sensor installed, only the inbound counts are displayed. If your sensors are non-directional, the

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results may be divided by 2 to get the total number of inbound counts. The goal is to measure 

how many people entered your facility rather than simply counting door swings. 

Conversion ς This data is only available if you have sales transaction information available in 

your database. Conversion is the total number of sales transactions divided by the total number 

of people who entered your doors. This is used as a way to determine how many people enter 

your facility versus how many result in sales transactions. 

Sales ς This data is available if you have sales information available in your database. Sales data 

is the total dollar value of the sales for a given period. This selection can be used to track sales 

over time or compare two sales periods. 

Traffic Per Staff Hour ς This data is available if you have labor information available in your 

database. Traffic per Staff Hour is the total number of people who entered your doors divided 

by the staff hours committed during the same time period. The goal of this statistic is to 

measure the number of people entering your store or facility vs the staff available to serve those 

people. This can be helpful in determining if your facility is understaffed or overstaffed. 

Location Selection 
Location selections are used to select individual or groups of locations or entrances to be 

included in your report. If you have multiple entrances, this can be useful when you want to 

compare the data between entrances, view the data for a single entrance, or remove an 

entrance from your results. 

Groups of Locations

The purpose of a Location Group is to take a number of entrances and group them into a single 

data point. For example, if your facility was a shopping mall, then you would have many 

different entrances leading into the mall. You may want to combine all of your mall exterior 

entrances into a group and all of your anchor entrances into another group. Then you would be 

able to select only exterior entrances or anchor entrances without the need to re-select each 
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entrance every time you run a report. 

 

When selecting a Location Group, make sure to remember to click ǘƘŜ ά{ǳōƳƛǘ {ŜƭŜŎǘƛƻƴέ 

button. This saves the selection in your session so that it can be recalled when you generate 

your report. 

Individual Locations 

This section will allow you to select the individual locations or entrances to be included in your 

report. If you have multiple locations or entrances installed, you can select single locations, just 

a few locations or all of your locations.

Report Periods 
This section allows you to select the time period of your report as well as the format of the 

report. There are a number of report formats available each with its own time period selection. 

The type of report you generate is determined by the last selection you made. For example, if

Trend 

This section will allow you to generate a report that shows your 

results over a specified period of time for a number of hours, 

days, weeks or months. The result of this report shows a trend 

line of your data as the values change over time. You can select 

up to 24 months, 26 weeks, 31 days or 24 hours for a single 

report.  

Compare Two Periods 

This section will allow you to generate a report that compares 

data from two different periods of time. When you choose this 

report, you will be given two date range selections. Select your

The result of this report will display a bar graph comparing the data from both time periods for 

each location or entrance at your site. The table view will show the data for both periods at each 

location or entrance as well as the total for your site and the % of gain or loss over time. 

Compare Two Trends 

Use the Compare Two Trends section to create a report that 

will show two trend lines on the same chart. When you 

choose this report, you will be given two date range 

selections. Select your primary date range, then in the 

ά/ƻƳǇŀǊŜ ǘƻ tŜǊƛƻŘέ ŘǊƻǇ-down, select the period you 

would like to compare to. The User-defined time period 

selection will allow you to enter the date range, or you can

selections to have the comparison date range automatically selected for you. The length of both 

date ranges must be equal to generate the report. 

The result of this report will display a line graph with two lines, each representing a selected 

date range. The table view will show data for both periods at each location or entrance as well 

as the total for your site and the % of gain or loss over time. 

Period-To-Date

The Period-To-Date report is a variation of the Compare 

Two Periods report. When you choose this report, you are 

given the choice to create a Week to Date, Month to 

Date, or Year to Date report. You can select the end date 

and the period you wish to compare to (the previous 

period or same period last year). This selection will 

automatically select the appropriate date range that will 

compare with your previously selected range. The goal of 

this report is to compare partial weeks, months, or years 

with each other. So, if you wanted to measure your current traffic from the beginning of the 

year with the same days of the previous year, you would select άYear to Dateέ, then todayΩs 

date, and compare it to last year. 

The result of this report will display a bar graph comparing the data from both time periods for 

each location or entrance at your site. The table view will show the data for both periods at each 

location or entrance as well as the total for your site and the % of gain or loss over time. 

Period Performance 

The Period Performance report is useful if you want to 

create a report with multiple types of data. This report 

will display traffic, transactions, conversion %, sales, 

average sale, average staff per hour, sales per staff hour, 

transactions per staff hour, and traffic per staff hour. 

When you choose this report, you will be given a date 

range selection. 

The result of this report will have no chart view, but the 

table view will display the total traffic, transactions, conversion %, sales, average sale, average 

staff per hour, sales staff per hour, transactions per staff hour, and traffic per staff hour for the 

entire selected period. 

Settings 
The settings section allows you to modify your report results by sorting the results or filtering 

the number of sites shown in the results. 

Site Filtering 

The site filtering feature is only used when you have permissions to multiple sites. The goal is to 

limit the number of sites shown in the results based on the criteria given. 

Site filtering will allow you to show only the top N or bottom N sites in your results. This means 

if you had data access to multiple sites, you could generate a report that shows only the top 10 

sites in terms of traffic, conversion or sales.

Site filtering also has the option to limit the sites shown on your report to show only sites with 

comparable date ranges. This means that if you are running a comparison report between two 

periods of time, the report generator will only include those sites that have started collecting 

data within those date ranges. 

Result Sort Ordering 

The Result Sort Ordering feature allows you to sort the results of your report in ascending or 

descending order.  

Save Parameters 
The Save Parameters feature will allow you to 

save the current report that has been generated 

so that it can be e-mailed to you on a regular 

schedule. The report will be updated with the 

latest information each time it is sent, so you 

wonΩt have to login to the website to get your 

latest pedestrian traffic information. 

After generating a report, click on the άSave 

Parametersέ link at the top of the page to create 

a new schedule for your report. This will take you 

to a page where you can enter the parameters for your new report schedule. You have the 

choice of scheduling your reports daily, weekly, or monthly. You can also send reports to 

yourself or a colleague who may not have a login to the website. Simply enter the e-mail 

addresses of your recipients in the Email addresses field. 

Click the Save button to save your report. You can test your report by using the άTest Reportέ 

feature under Edit Saved Parameters. 

Edit Saved Parameters 
If youΩve already saved a report schedule previously, you can edit that schedule using the Edit 

Saved Parameters feature. Click on the άEdit Saved Parametersέ link at the top of the page at 

any time to view your available report schedules. This page will show you a list of your 

scheduled reports. Click on a report name in the list to see the details for that report. You can 

change the name, frequency, recipients and time of delivery, but you cannot change the report 

itself. If you need to change your report, itΩs best to delete the current saved report and start a 

new one. 

You can test the report at any time by using the άTest Reportέ button. This will send the saved 

report to the recipients listed.
